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DDA Physical Accessibility Action Plan 
This policy is written with reference to the Equality Act 2010 section 6.

It is our intention that every effort will be made to ensure that all children have access to the whole curriculum. Consequently, wherever practically possible, steps will be taken to allow children with disabilities to participate fully in activities.

Current Practice

Up to this present point in time, Emmanuel School has been able to cater for the needs of a number of children with disabilities. Examples of the disabilities we have catered for are listed below:

· A KS2 Child was transported by their parents to P.E Lessons. The sports centre is over half a mile away and the transport enabled the child to preserve their energy to participate in the P.E. lesson.

· Children who have had hearing difficulties have been encouraged to wear their hearing aids and sit near the front of the class.

So far, we have always managed to make changes to enable any children with disabilities to access the curriculum. We recognise that the physical structure of the building and limitations of staffing, prevent us from catering for more severe physical disabilities. 

Should a child or parent have a disability we will improve the delivery of information to them that is made available to parents and pupils who are not disabled e.g. we will provide large print versions of letters home on request if the disability is vision impairment or by printing a hard copy of the letter home which is sent electronically. We will also make ourselves aware as appropriate, of local services including those provided by the LA, for providing information in alternative formats when required or requested.

	· I.T. equipment will be purchased to improve access to the curriculum for children with learning disabilities so that e.g. the background can be changed from white to a colour making it easier for some dyslexic children to read.

· Staff training so staff are aware of the varying needs of children with disabilities.

· A ramp is available to enable wheel chair access to the main school hall and ground floor of the school.

	· Review resources and ensure we have positive images of disabled pupils in our curriculum materials

· Assess and review staff training needs and up date skills if possible

· Assess schools ground and add play equipment which can be accessed by all e.g large, low blackboard, sensory plants added to rockery garden 

· Visual timetables for some pupils if necessary

· If possible modify the toilets to ensure easier access for disabled pupils
